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MERIT & DEMERIT POLICY 

The Merit System 

The aim of the Merit system is to raise the level of student self esteem in all aspects of school life. Merits are used to 
reward the motivation and efforts shown by students of all ability levels and thus encourage improvements across the 
curriculum. Merits are awarded for academic excellence, improvements or special achievements and for consistent 
contributions to AIPAH. 

The Demerit System 

A demerit is equivalent to a 15 minute Friday afternoon detention. Students may receive a demerit at a teacher’s 
discretion for disobeying school rules, failure to complete class and home work, inappropriate use of language, lateness 
to class and inappropriate and disruptive behaviour. All demerits are placed in the students school diary for the 
approval signature of a parent/guardian.
